olunteer Community Hospital (VCH) continues 
to make advances in surgical services. Over the 
past five years, VCH has expanded its capabilities 
to include endoscopic procedures and advanced 

orthopedic, gynecologic, cancer, urologic, vascular and 
general surgeries. These procedures are performed by 
experienced physicians and support staff and provided in 
five different procedure rooms that have undergone more 
than $2 million in capital technology improvements in the 
past two years. VCH offers enhanced patient outcomes 
and improved recovery rates.  

Different  options
At VCH, surgeons perform a range of procedures,  
including:
• General surgeries, including gallbladder removals, 
appendectomies, breast biopsies, thyroid surgeries, her-
nia repairs and laparoscopic (minimally invasive) pro-
cedures. The latest procedure, Uno, is one that requires 
one incision and port. Recovery time is minimal, and the 
procedure is often done on an outpatient basis.
• General cancer surgeries of the head, neck, breast and 
colon.   
• Orthopedic surgeries, including broken bone care, liga-
ment repairs, carpal tunnel syndrome procedures, 
severe lacerations with tendon repairs and total hip and 
knee replacements. An inpatient and outpatient physi-
cal therapy department supports the orthopedic surgery 
services to get you back on your feet.   
• Gastroenterology surgeries in the endoscopy lab, includ-
ing colonoscopies, upper gastrointestinal endoscopies 
and PEG tube insertions. 
• Diagnostic cardiac catheterizations, regularly performed 
for outpatients and inpatients in the cardiac catheter-
ization lab. Also available are peripheral procedures 

to diagnose blockages in the leg arteries and provide 
interventions to clear plaque from the leg arteries; pace-
maker insertions; and vena cava filters for deep vein 
thrombosis in the lower extremities.
• Obstetric and gynecologic surgeries like abdominal and 
vaginal hysterectomies, Caesarean sections, laparoscopic 
procedures, tubal ligations, dilation and curettage (tissue 
removal), ablations, transobdurator tapes for stress  
urinary incontinence and anterior and posterior repairs.
